Dear Prospective Patron, 

FIRST is a co-operative program between high schools, colleges and industries that was organized in New Hampshire in 1989.  The objective of FIRST is ‘to inspire today’s youth and create a demand among them to excel in science, math and technology’.  This year there will be 2,000 FIRST teams from around the world.  Windsor Locks High School and Hamilton Sundstrand formed a FIRST team twelve years ago consisting of students and teachers from the high school partnered with engineers and technicians from Hamilton Sundstrand.  In 1997 our team initiated a partnership with Suffield High School that continues.  Our team is composed of parents, professional engineers, technicians, teachers and students.  By working with these adults with their various skills and experience, our goal is to have the students inspired to value and actively seek knowledge and education.  This January the FIRST organization gives each FIRST team a kit of materials to be used to construct a robot according to an extensive set of rules.  The rules change each year and the teams are allowed only six weeks to brainstorm, design, build, test and ship the robot.  Last year we were alliance captians at all our major events (Connecticut and Toronto Regionals and The Championship in Atlanta.  This year we plan to compete in the Connecticut and Washington DC Regionals as well as the Championship where 400 teams from the United States and Canada are expected.  Our team, ACES HIGH, won the FIRST National Robotics Competition in 1999 and we are determined, yet again, to repeat that victory for the year 2009.

We are now preparing for the Championship.  Our committees and their duties include:

· Design and Build- gives students hands on experience designing and building the robot and its cart. Students with adult guidance design parts using CAD software and machine those parts in the Windsor Locks metals shop.

· Graphics Arts- trains on Autodesk system to produce and submit an animation video to the National competition; develops and maintains an Internet team Web Page and team computer network. 

· PR and Events- produces and organizes team photos and videos; team newsletter and Patron book, and put on the annual UTC scrimmage at the Suffield High School.

· SPIRIT- designs team logo for tee shirts and buttons, initiates and maintains Public Relations contacts;

Produces Chairman’s Award submission with the PR team for the National Competition.

As you can see, our FIRST program exposes the students to a wide range of real world skills that will positively influence their career paths.  The production of the robot is pivotal to our program, but we are not just ‘those robot people’.  Our other submissions to the National Competition, the Chairman’s Award and Autodesk computer animation, both received high scores from the judges.  One of our many challenges each year is raising funds to support both the size of the team and the scope of the program.  Although Hamilton Sundstrand is sponsoring the production of the robot, our team needs additional funds.  

We are asking you to consider donating to our patron drive by purchasing an advertisement that will be compiled into a yearbook.  This book will be distributed to area sponsors and public facilities after the National competition.  This book is also part of our Chairman’s Award submission to the National competition.  Our team shirts will be worn and our banner displayed at both the National and Regional competitions and at other events held during the year.  Other appearances include demonstrations at local libraries, Aviation Adventure Weekend at the New England Air Museum, Kid’s Day at the Buckland Hills Mall and Springfield Kid’s Day.
